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1. Definitions and  basis of Global Education (GE)
1.1 Definition of Global Education
The reason for Global Education (GE) is to stress the global context of learning. Through this, the aim is to draw a level of awareness to global topics which influence all individuals, and highlight that are growing. A Global Education contributes to the development of critical thinking surrounding a global range of topics and further attaining a deeper understanding of themes which are of concern around the globe. The topics that GE covers offer the remit to change attitudes of individuals and strengthen one’s own value and position in the world. It motivates people to take responsibility and educates towards adopting values of an active global citizen. 

For the purposes of national strategy, the term global education will be used and perceived as an overarching principle. It includes development education (education concerning developing countries and poverty in the world), environmental education, multicultural education, peace studies, and education relating to the development and maintenance of human rights in the global context.
Global Development Education (GDE) is an educational approach leading to a deeper understanding of diversity and inequality in the world. It allows us to better understand the roots and causes of such inequalities, as well as the opportunity to search for and identify possible solutions. GDE encourages all stakeholders, regardless of age, to focus on problems such as poverty and their connections to everyday life. By disrupting stereotypes and promoting independent thinking, GDE brings forward practical skills and thus contributes to positive changes locally as well as globally.
1.2 International Background for Global Education
In recent years a significant number of international or European documents have highlighted the growing importance of GE and the need for raising public awareness surrounding the concept of development education (development education as part of global education). 
United Nations (UN)

The United Nations has vowed to further education and education leadership responsibilities globally, this is stated in the “REPORT OF THE UNITED NATIONS CONFERENCE ON ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPMENT”, Agenda 21
, approved at Conference in Rio de Janeiro in 1992, defining the future direction of international development cooperation. This also became the Millennium Declaration
, which were subsequently adopted in 2000 with the participation of 189 States. The UN Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) aim to reduce poverty and address major issues of development around the world. Raising awareness of the MDGs has become an important part of the agenda of global education.

Consequently, UNESCO declared the Decade for UNESCO Education for Sustainable Development as 2005-2014.
European Union (EU)

In 2005 the EU Council, government representatives of EU Member States (including Slovak Republic), the European Commission and the European Parliament adopted a joint declaration about development, called European Consensus of Development
, which raised the main challenges faced in order to decrease world poverty and promote sustainable development. Designated institutions are committed to raising the awareness of their citizens with regards to issues in developing countries and those populations through the development of education as a key tool to achieving this goal.

The joint document was also the basis for future policy direction, with particular emphasis towards the European Strategy of Development Education. The addendum to the document dedicated to development education was adopted in 2007 with the title: The European Consensus on Development: the contribution of Development Education and Awareness Raising
. 

This document has defined the main goals referring to development education and strategies to achieve them. One of the main goals specified is to increase public awareness and critical thinking about the causes and consequences of world poverty, and the fight to eliminate it.

Furthermore, the European Commission allocates the funding for non-governmental organizations involved in projects for development education and public awareness programmes through the EuropeAid initiative established in 1979. 

European Council
The key European document dealing with GE is the Maastricht Declaration of Global Education
. This document was passed and adopted in 2002. The undersigned delegates of the European Congress committed to support GE in various European countries with regards to the UN’s MDGs and world sustainable development. Within the declaration, special emphasis has been placed upon the important aspects of education which include: critical thinking leading towards democratically minded citizens with a greater sense of justice and respect to human rights. The representatives of national governments are committed to cooperate among various departments including, but not limited to, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Economy and Environment, as well as to co-operating with those in areas designated as “South and East” (Africa and the Middle East).

The Maastricht Declaration defines GE according to the definition of the North South Centre Council of Europe (NSC), which states:

“Global education is education that opens people’s eyes and minds to the realities of the globalised world and awakens them to bring about a world of greater justice, equity and Human Rights for all.

Global education is understood to encompass Development Education, Human Rights Education, Education for Sustainability, Education for Peace and Conflict Prevention and Intercultural Education; being the global dimension of Education for Citizenship.”

In 2008, the European Council published the Global Education Guidelines
.  It serves as the guideline for teachers of formal education, as well as for teachers of non-formal education in the field of GE.

Across Europe, a number of international organizations deal with GE, while cooperating with the European Commission, the European Council and various partner organizations that work in favour of GE.
North – South Centre (NSC) was established at the European Council in 1989 with the goal to provide a framework for European cooperation to raise public awareness of global interdependency, support solidarity, respect to human rights, rule of law and democracy. There are 22 member states including 10 from the EU. Recently, the NSC has been working on introducing European standards for GE through the Committee of EU Ministries. With the financial support of the NSC the first National Seminar of Global Education was held in Slovakia in May 2010.  This meeting brought together representatives of member state institutions, educational institutions and representatives of non- governmental organizations which evaluated the current situations of Slovak GE. 

GENE - Global Education Network Europe is a European network which brings together experts from national ministries and national development agencies with the aim to coordinate European cooperation within the field of GE. Recently, GENE has prepared studies on the state of education with regards to GE and national strategies within particular countries and has promoted the ideas of GE to the European Commission and European Parliament.

The Slovak Agency for International Development Cooperation has become a member of this network.

A number of European NGO’s are actively involved in development education. The main organization for European NGOs is CONCORD, based in Brussels. It operates within the program, Development Education Exchange in Europe Project (DEEEP), which creates an international platform to share both experiences and training strategies to support of development of GE in Europe.
The Slovak Platform of Non-Governmental Development Organizations is also a member of CONCORD. 
1.3 Basis for Global Education at Slovakia

Global Education has been regarded as an integral part of a new system of official development cooperation in the Slovak Republic since its launch in 2004. Official documents, published by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs SR, established the term “development education” which focuses on one particular aspect of GE - international Development Cooperation. 

In 2007, Act Number 617/2007 Coll. relating to official development cooperation was adopted and supplements Act Number 575/2001 Coll. which itself refers to the organization of activities of both regional and central governments. Development education is considered to be an official part of development cooperation. It is included as a basic form of aid and § 6, paragraph g) explicitly states that Slovakia will carry out development education and inform the public.

Similarly, in another strategic document published by the MFA SR, Midterm Strategy of Official Development Cooperation of SR for years 2009- 2013, states “raising the public profile about the importance of development aid and its importance in developing countries is one of the information policy priorities listed by the MFA. This contributes to the body of knowledge based on problems in the developing world, their possible solutions and concurrently allowing for greater transparency with regards to the use of public funds for these purposes.”

Through the above cited example, various tasks are mentioned. These relate mainly to development education, while special emphasis is placed upon increasing public awareness and the cooperation of various stakeholders. 

In The Manifesto of the Government of the Slovak Republic for the period 2010-2014, chapter Foreign Policy, it is stated: “MFA SR supports development education at schools and educating young people in the consciousness of solidarity and fellowship.”

Since 2005, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs SR has supported the activities of Slovak organizations in development education and public awareness through projects under the Official Development Cooperation in conjunction with SlovakAid. Within the National Program for Official Development Cooperation there is yearly budget for this topic. From 2005-2011, a budget of approximately €1 million was made available within the education field.
1.4 The analysis of  Global Education in Slovakia

1.4.1 Global Education at infant, primary and secondary school

GE is not new phenomena in Slovakia. Thanks to the financial support from the SlovakAid programme, a number of Slovak NGOs have gained grants for projects which were aimed at supporting GE at schools. Recently, NGOs have collaborated with various international partners to implement educational projects co-financed by the European Commission under the financial instrument for development cooperation (DCI). European projects have greater financial resources at their disposal and offer more possibilities to work on longer-term projects with greater impact. 

NGOs have presented the various themes to schools, and these have been delivered as the problem of poverty, fair trade, climate change, sustainable development, and the rights of children. There has also been a focus on training teachers, preparation of teaching materials, videos, interactive exhibitions and workshops with pupils. Teachers have also applied the themes of GE particularly though topics including civic education, ethics, geography, and art. Furthermore, a number of schools implemented extra-curricular activities on GE, some went as a far as to create specialized courses focusing on GE topics. 

During 2005 and 2006 unused funds from international mobility grants provided by MESRS SR were redistributed to support GE activities. Educational centres which administered these funds, in conjunction with NGOs, successfully implemented a “Continued Education Project of GE” which extended 36 hours of training teaching staff in primary and secondary schools. Subsequently, existing materials were reprinted and distributed, and the web portal www.rozvojovevzdelavanie.sk was firmly established. The data contained within this repository can be used to assist in the teaching of GE, and it also offers information on activities around Slovakia based on GE, as well as all previously published and uploaded materials. 

1.4.2 Global Education at Universities

The implementation of activities surrounding development issues and critical thinking at universities from 2005 onwards was mainly driven by the NGO sector and, in some cases, educational institutions. The teaching of mandatory and optional courses dealing with GE currently exists at the following universities:

· University of Trnava - Faculty of Health and Social Work

· Constantine the Philosopher University in Nitra

· Comenius University in Bratislava - Faculty of Social and Economic Sciences and Pedagogical Faculty 
· University of Economics in Bratislava - Faculty of International Relations

· University of Health and Social Work of St. Elizabeth in Bratislava - Faculty of Missionary works and Tropical Health

Speakers at these lectures have mostly been external experts. Consequently, emphasis was placed upon the practical focus of the teaching, interactive learning and in some cases non-formal learning practices. The University of Trnava was the first institution to establish a two-year program with institutional partners from Holland and Austria, resulting in the creation of a transnational study program. Subsequently this was executed in 2011 under the title, Development Studies at the Department of Studies and Tropical Health. 

In the context of networking and capacity building, three international scientific conferences were held. These offered the environment for experts to exchange opinions among academics, representatives of the non-governmental sector and the MFA’s office of development issues.

1.4.3 Global Education in the informal education and public awareness about Global Education

One of the goals of GE is to gain public support for development cooperation. The opinions and knowledge about the problems of the developing world have been partly answered by two pools:

·  Slovak Research and Development Aid - realized by the Institutes of Public Affairs Focus and Agency in May 2005 for the MFA SR. the survey was conducted by UNDP Trust Fund

· Survey Development Aid is Our Concern was conducted in September 2009 by Pontis Foundation and Agency and Focus. The project was also supported by the Slovak Agency for International Development Cooperation and sources of the SlovakAid programme. 

Opinion polls indicate that it is necessary to strengthen the awareness and transparency in every phase of development cooperation, in order to improve confidence in the effectiveness of development cooperation. At the same time it is necessary to explain the broader context and significance of long-term projects. This has been prompted in part by the fact that the public is more aware of immediate humanitarian issues and usually unaware of the interconnectedness between the short-term issues and the longer-term issues that may have actually perpetuated the more immediate concerns that are so well known.
1.5 Identification of key actors in implementation of a National Strategy for GE

Ministry of Foreign Affairs SR (MFA SR)

MFA SR is responsible for coordination and the concept of foreign development cooperation. Furthermore, MFA SR created the department focused on development cooperation and humanitarian aid in 2004. It supports the public awareness programme based on global and development issues, and works in conjunction with the with the Ministry of Education, Science, Research and Sport SR. These bodies decide upon the common concept of GE and about allocating funding within the Programme of Official Development Cooperation (SlovakAid), which is directly under the Slovak Agency of International Development Cooperation (SAIDC). It represents the Slovak position on GE to EU institution. In 2010, a working group for GE which was represented by the Ministry of Education, Science, Research and Sport SR, SAIDC, state pedagogical institutions, academic community and NGOs was formed.
Ministry of Education, Science, Research and Sport SR (MESRS SR)

MESRS SR is responsible for the creation of educational approach. Within the National Strategy for GE, it will be responsible for implementing the strategy within formal and informal education settings. 

Slovak Agency for International Development Cooperation (SAIDC)

SAIDC is an implementation agency of MFA SR for SlovakAid. It advertises for projects in the field of GE, administering and monitoring these projects and liaises with their promoters.  SAIDC is a member of the Global Education Network Europe (GENE), which connects Slovakia with the latest knowledge on GE. It communicates the Slovak results of activities with media, administers the webpage www.slovakaid.sk and publishes a yearbook and other information materials. 
State Pedagogical Agency (SPA)
SPA is directed by MESRS SR. It is responsible for providing training, management of schools and facilities and teacher training programmes. One of its main tasks is to address reforms and changes in education content, guarantee State Educational Programmes, expert directing of schools and school activities, especially in the creation and inception of School Educational Programs, preparation of teaching documentation in the field of GE and further education of teaching staff. 

Methodological-Pedagogical Centre (MPC)

The activities of MPC are focused on the implementation of methodological activities and further education of teaching and non-teaching staff. MPC offers accredited training through a national project called Professional and Career Growth of Pedagogical Employees. Its scope is schools and school facilities, and the capability of local government, autonomous municipalities and regional school authorities within Slovakia. This activity occurs alongside MPCs other activities which include professional assessments, other methodological concerns and editorial, publishing and research activities.
State Institute of Expert Education (SIEE)

SIEE is directly directed by MESRS SR. It is responsible for expert-methodological management of secondary vocational schools, creation of educational projects (also in conjunction with foreign partners), creation and innovation of the State Educational Programme, textbooks, pedagogical- didactical materials for expert education and preparation. It also provides professional and educational activities for secondary vocational schools. Furthermore, this responsibility spreads to expert-pedagogical and educational activities, which aims to resolve issues from secondary vocational education.

Another initiative that SIEE is involved in includes preparing, under the banner Life Long Learning in Slovakia, education for teachers. 

State School Inspection

As the body of state administration in the education system, it is responsible for state control and quality of pedagogical management, quality of education and conditions, including practical teaching in schools and school facilities. In the field of GE it focuses on the incorporation of goals, principles and topics relating to GE within Slovakian education. 

Schools and other 
Nursery, Primary and Secondary schools may incorporate themes of GE within school educational programmes or teach it through school activities, clubs or leisure centres based on their own decision. 

Universities may incorporate goals, topics and principles of GE to study programs for education of future teachers and they may also focus on research in the field of education of GE. 

Universities may also incorporate the global topics and development cooperation issues to the content of selected programs by the means of mandatory and optional courses.  Universities which opt for the study program Development Studies may also conduct research and development initiatives on the topic. 

Centres for further education 
Centres for further education are autonomous, and advisory in nature. Their mission is to implement the comprehensive and systematic order in further education and contribute to the personal development of an individual’s potential. The activities of this organization are determined by scientific studies or recommendations from university departments and their ideas relating to the optimization of the conditions needed for a successful career. Centres for further education may provide global themes and themes highlighting development cooperation.
The Platform of Non- Governmental Development Organizations (PNGDO)

PNGDO is an umbrella organization for 29 Slovak NGOs dealing with foreign development cooperation and humanitarian aid. Several of them are focused on realization of projects and activities in the field of GE. PNGDO also develops advocacy activities with regards to incorporating these as topics of GE into formal education. It works to raise the profile of development cooperation in various public spheres, including Slovak politicians, decision-makers, media and wider public. It publishes a regular Bulletin on Development Aid, information and analytical materials and it works with journalist. Through its own web portal www.mvro.sk and social networks, it aims to raise a public awareness about the topic of development cooperation.
The Council of Slovak Youth (CSY)

CSY is an organization which works with youth organizations, on a broad scale, in Slovakia with regards to popularizing various topics, promoting voluntary work and combatting world poverty. It has a huge potential to spread the topics of GE by informal means, such as the way it networks across Slovakia. 

IUVENTA

The activities of this organization result from its role as the Slovak Institute for Youth. It focuses on informal education of young leaders, education leaders and youth workers. It is focused on analytical and research activities, as well as supporting activities through grant and donation programmes for youth activities. Through informing and consulting activities, it is able to focus on and reach schools, school facilities, NGOs and local and regional governments. 

         1.6 Focus Groups of GE
Formal Education:

· Pupils and teachers of infants, primary and secondary schools

· Students and academics at universities

Informal Education:

· Children and young people outside of formal education
· The Public

· Media

· Civil servants, Government, Politicians, Parliamentarians
1.7 Goals of GE

The main goal is to provide target groups with information that facilitates the understanding of social, environmental, economic and politics processes globally, developing critical thinking and gaining the mind-frame of a global citizen. 

We can distinguish three categories of partial domains: 
· Affective objectives (values and attitudes), 
· Psychometric objectives (skills and abilities) 

· Cognitive goals (knowledge)  
GE is specific in that affective and psychometric capacities are considered to be the basis. Within the capacity of cognitive objectives, the main processes are identified as analysis, synthesis, evaluation and creativity. 

Affective Objectives of GE

· To accept self-responsibility and be conscious of one’s own value in the world,

· To feel the need to actively contribute in solving the local problems, and also those of a regional, national and international level,

· To perceive and accept the advantages of mutual cooperation,

· To respect the various attitudes and opinions - Globally
· To feel solidarity with the people of difficult living conditions,

· To take responsibility for behaviour which ensures continued sustainable world development,

·  To understand mutual interdependence and interconnectedness of various global regions and the diverse dimensions of development,

· To perceive one’s capability to actively contribute to development at local and global levels.
Psychometric Objectives of GE:

· To exercise the tools of democracy when participating in public life – The right to vote, to petition, to have free access to information and to associate.
· The ability to define the problem, analyze it, searching for possible solutions, to choose the most appropriate one by drawing from one’s own experiences and the experiences of others
· To assess one’s own capabilities and explore ways to use these in solving problems
· To be aware of one’s own responsibility for decision-making in problem solving,

· To work effectively with others, 

· The ability to create one’s own opinion and support it through successfully arguing for it and debating it 

· The ability to accept the opinions of other and correct one’s own view from this, 

·  To use empathy in order to understand a situation from more than one perspective,
· To think systematically and seek context.
Cognitive Objectives of GE:

· To be aware of the causes and consequences of major global issues,

· To compare various concepts of understanding of development theories, human rights and globalization processes,

· To critically analyze the causes and consequences of difficult living conditions of people in different parts of world,

· To distinguish economic, social, political and environmental differences in various parts of the world,

· To understand different aspects of the causes and consequences of these differences, 

· To identify the stakeholders of development cooperation and understand one’s own possibility to actively participate in development at local or global level, 

· Evaluate why and how development cooperation is conducted. 

1.8 The principles of GE

To be able to accomplish the goals of GE it is necessary to maintain the following principles:

· Global responsibility - the responsibility for one’s own behaviour and his/her environment,

· Solidarity - the solidarity with people living in difficult conditions and the willingness to help them,

· Participation - active and informed participation in solving problems and conflicts, 

· Mutual interdependency - to be aware of global interdependency and complexity of local, regional and global processes

· Cooperation -  equal partnership between economically developed and developing countries, 

· Social justice and equality - protection of human rights and equal opportunities for everybody

· Openness and Critical Thinking – a critical approach to information and ability to critically judge and have informed decision-making
· Sustainable development - adapting lifestyles to the standards of sustainable development and the improvement of the environment for future generations.

1.9 The competencies developing by means of GE

GE develops the basic competencies: informative literacy, critical thinking, communication and ability to solve problems. 

GE develops economical, socio-cultural and environmental competencies.

1.10 The main topics of GE

The definition of the content of GE needs to reflect recent world challenges. Consequently, it is effective to define the basic areas themes which consist of partial topics and which are flexible to supplemented.
Globalization and mutual interdependency: A major topic for GE. It is the awareness of mutual interdependencies of the developed and developing world and their mutual influences.

Topics:

The aspects of globalization

Economic globalization - World trade - Ethical business 

Sustainable development

Migration

Global problems:  The basic problems dealt with globally and taught in development education as an important part of GE. Topics describe recent world problems.

Topics:

Development and humanitarian aid of Slovak Republic and EU

Volunteering in development and humanitarian aid  

Fairtrade and ethical entrepreneurship
Development, concept development and principles

Millennium Development Goals

Poverty and inequality

Health (HIV/ AIDS, malnutrition, obesity)

Conflicts resolution – Forms and methods of conflict resolution
Multiculturalism:  This theme is the base for multicultural/ intercultural education as a part of GE.

2. Goals of National Strategy for GE
The main goal

The main goal of the National Strategy for GE is to ensure that citizens of Slovakia have access to information about global problems; problems face by developing countries. And that these motivate them to actively approach such issues and seek out solutions.

The partial goals
2.1. Incorporation of goals, topics, principles of GE) to state education programs

GE will be incorporated into the educational process within the form of global dimension. Instead of creating new courses, this system offers a way to find out about the global context within the existing educational remit.  

2.2. Continuous training of teaching staff to reflect the principles, objectives and GE topics. And to develop knowledge, skills and attitudes necessary for teachers to integrate GE in to teaching
The most important objective is to offer the opportunity for continual education by means of accredited programmes of continual and innovative education conducted by Methodological- Pedagogical Centre. Accredited programmes of continual education should offer high quality education for teachers in GE, in terms of principles, content and methodology. 

 2.3. Preparation of future teachers at pedagogical faculties to better represent GE principles, goals and topics and to develop the knowledge, skills and attitudes of future teachers necessary for incorporation of GE goals in to  the education process.

At undergraduate level of teacher education at pedagogical faculties, it is necessary to integrate the topics of GE.  After the integration of GE topics into state educational programmes, there will be an increase in requests to incorporate them to other programs at pedagogical faculties, mainly with regards to the department of civil and ethics education.  The main goal in undergraduate education of teachers is the creation of the Global Education course and its successful implementation among mandatory courses. 

2.4. Incorporation of GE topics to non-curricular activities of education programmes on school campuses. 

Within school structure (school children’s clubs, centres for hobbies, centres for free time and school dormitories) and their education programmes, there exist the a vacuum which can be filled by incorporating GE as one of the compulsory topics of education by means of various activities and projects relating to GE. 

2.5. To create the conditions for incorporation of development topics to study programmes of non-pedagogical faculties.

The key topic for development education at universities is the topic of International Development Aid and namely: Development Cooperation and Humanitarian Aid – the importance, the principles, the historical evolution. Furthermore, how this translates in to the Millennium Development Goals, which are to be used as the instruments of development cooperation, how international institutions in the field of development cooperation work, security aspects, economic development in developing countries, preparation and implementation of projects in the field of development cooperation and humanitarian aid.  The most appropriate form of integration of these topics is the incorporation in to mandatory and optional courses within the social scientific academics programmes or the establishment of accredited study programme, Development Studies at existing education institutions. This can be stated to be a form of specialist training for graduates, as this is the current form it has taken.

2.6. Support of science and research at universities in the development cooperation field

The establishment of the accredited study program Development Studies is the prerequisite for the establishment of science and research which does not yet exist in the field of development cooperation in Slovakia.  The financial support of research through donation for support of research of MESRS SR and the search for external grants is the ideal way to deal with the absence of scientific research in this particular field.  In the future, it is envisioned that an established system of expert knowledge in the field of development cooperation will exist. There should be an established research-pedagogical department at one of the faculties where the study program Development Studies will commence. This department should have the capacity and remit for preparation of theoretical materials about development aid for the state sector. 

2.7. Support of informal education of youth in the field of global topics

Within the education of youth workers and young leaders, this was referenced to by the National Programme, Komprax. It is necessary to create and accredit the programmes and courses for tutors that work with children and youths in their free time, which will pay attention to GE themes.  For the needs of informal education it is necessary to cooperate with youth organizations, which aim to educate and communicate socially important topics to young people. 

2.8. Ensure public access for public servants, politicians and the media to be able to inform the public on global issues and problems faced by developing countries so as to be able to take a proactive approach when dealing with these issues

Since the official development cooperation is financed from the state budget and consequently from the taxes, it needs the public support. It is imperative that the importance of development cooperation is communicated, as the instrument for decreasing poverty in the world and solving the global problems which have an impact on society throughout the globe. Furthermore, it is also necessary to communicate the results of development cooperation to the Slovak Republic. 

To increase the interest of within the public, media, political spectrums and employees of state administrations, it is necessary to positively represent the SlovakAid brand, not only as an instrument of development cooperation but as an instrument of public diplomacy. To sustain development aid as one of the priorities of Slovak foreign policy, it is important to maintain dialogue with politicians and representatives of state administrations.
3. Monitoring and Evaluation
For the purposes of evaluating the implementation of the National Strategy for GE, the following activities will be conducted:
· regular yearly monitoring of the fulfilment of the tasks of Action Plans

· partial (2014) and concluding (2016) external evaluation of the National Strategy for GE
